Some give us their time voluntarily, and we pay our qualified
counsellors sessional rates. It takes two and a half years of external training and professionally-
supervised clinical practice to become a couple counsellor. It costs us over £15,000 for a counsellor to
reach the required professional standard. After qualification counsellors undergo mandatory external
training and professional supervision to maintain their Relationships Scotland Accreditation.
